Shiyam's historical achievement in Chess

Mas. Shiyam Thavandiran,
son of Hartleyite and HCPPA
Canada/USA life member Mr.
Thavandiran, became the first
International Chess Master
from Srilankan origin. Born in
Toronto as Shiyamalan Tha-
vandiran on the 25th of May
1992, Shiyam was attracted to
the game of chess watching his
mother and elder brother Play.
Sensing this could be the be-
ginning of something, Shi-
yam’s parents registered both
of them for professional coach-
ing. Within a year, Shiyam

rose to the number one rank-
ing in Canada for his grade.

He won the Canadian Youth
Chess Championship Under-10
Section in 2002 and finished
4th in the World Youth Chess
Championship Under-10 Sec-
tion. He became the youngest
ever to win the Canadian
Jounior Chess Championship
(under-20) at the age of twelve
in 2005.

Most recently, Shiyam turned

in an international master

(IM) norm performance repre-
senting Canada at the 2012 .
IM is the second highest title a
chess player can achieve. Go-
ing at this rate, Shiyam will
soon be there amongst the elite
as a Grand Master. HCPPA
