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Our Principal Writes.......

I thank the almighty for having extended to me this very rarest opportunity to serve this
noble educational institution as its principal and by virtue of being the incumbent Principal
and the Past Pupil, it is more a blessing than a pride or a privilege to me to have the 175th
Anniversary celebrated during my tenure in office.

While the founder of the college, Rev.Fr.Peter Percival and the Methodist Mission are
remembered with gratitude, we are bound to recapitulate the profound and magnificent service
rendered by each of the span of Principals during this period of Seventeen and a half decades.
Despite the tenure of office of each of them varied, the dedication, determination and the faith
instilled in all of them were always praiseworthy in their approach to achieve the common goal
of the college. Their excellent administrative, managerial and professional skills contributed
immensely for them to overcome the social and political disorders emerged from time to time
and save the Institution throughout. Their service records remain indelible in the annals of this
great Institution. During the periods of calamities, they all acted skillfully, courageously and
diplomatically and had overcome them creditably.

If not in detail, a few words of some of them, will surely enrich this message. From the
time the school was founded in 1838 till the middle of the next century, the challenges faced
by the Principals were multifarious.

With the shifting of Hartley, which was then known as “Wesleyan Mission Central School”,
from its initial location where Methodist Girls’ High School is now located, to the present
venue in 1861, the Institution was placed in charge of Mr.D.P.Niles. He took over the school,
and having it placed in a strong footing became the first Principal at the new location in 1861
and Mr.Samuel Hensman succeeded him and his period in office was up to 1875.

Mr.J.C.T.Sherrad, as the Principal from 1875 to 1906, had the greater responsibility of
bringing the school to a competitive position. It was in his period, the school was renamed as
“Methodist Central School”. Mr.Sherrad faced challenges which were socially and religiously
based in his endeavour to upgrade the school and he had overcome them successfully. Mr.Sherrad
having counted the longest period in office -31 years was succeeded by Mr.S.A.Paulpillai, who
was in office for about an year. Mr.S. Kanapathipillai took over from Mr.Paulpillai and continued
for the next five years. Mr.E.A.Abraham succeeded Mr.Kanapathipillai and remained as the
Principal for the next 2 years and handed over to his successor Mr.C.P.Thamotharam in 1915.

Affairs took almost an about turn with the coming of Mr.C.P.Thamotharam who, during
his period in office until 1943, had equipped the college with all the essential infra-structure
facilities to contain laboratories, library, expansion of the class-rooms, a large playground, a
hostel etc. His effort helped to get a grant from Methodist Mission in London, to commence
the expansion work. Above all, it was during Mr.Thamotharam’s period, hitherto known ‘Point
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Pedro Methodist Central School”, was renamed as “Hartley College” in memory of Rev.
Fr.Marshall Hartley who was behind this grant. The period of Mr.Thamotharam, had witnessed
overwhelming results in H.S.C Examinations and producing great scholars, academics,
professionals for all fields of the Government. In real words, Mr.Thamotharam has laid the
foundation for Hartley’s growth and success up to this date.

From the middle of the Twentieth Century, anew era was dawned with Mr.K.Pooranampillai
assuming office as the Principal and that too after having served the college as a teacher. He
was well groomed for this post with the knowledge accrued in him with what he had learned
from the managerial skills of the Past Principals.

He introduced the ‘Prefect System’ in the college for the first time which proved a great
success until this day. He ensured maintenance of ‘Discipline’ in the college at all levels and
‘Punctuality’at every planned act and deed. He adorned the post of principal for thirty long years
and a large number of those who were students during his period are still spread in the world
over holding prestigious positions as Scientists, Professors, Academics and Educationists.
Mr.Pooranampillai proved himself'to be a ‘model’ and living in the hearts of thousands of his
students, though he is no more in the real world. Soon after the schools were nationalized,
the situation underwent a change and Mr.Pooranampillai chose to leave behind his heart and
Hartley and joined St.John’s College.

Mr.Ratnasabapathy, best known as a teacher of Mathematics then, took over the college
from Mr.Pooranampillai. He made history by sending a whole lot of 25 students to the
Engineering faculty in one shot. Before becoming the Principal of Hartley he was at Nelliady
M.M.V in the same capacity. Previously as the Principal of Matale Science College, he left
behind an indelible record of service which still remains strong in the memory of every student
both past and present of this school. More to say, this college, as a gratitude to their former
Principal, awards a scholarship to one of the best students entering the Engineering Faculty
each year. [ need to place in record with gratitude the assistance still provided to the College
by Mr.Bandara, an Educationist and a student of Mr.Ratnasabapathy, from the South. The
educational standard also went further up during the tenure of office of Mr.Ratnasabapathy.

Mr.C.Rajadurai succeeded Mr.Ratnasabapathy in 1971. He was the Principal of
Ruwanwella M.M.V. His students are holding executive posts and most of them are in
Educational Service. I happened to work in the midst of his students at Dehiowita Education
Office in Ruwanwella and I personally experienced the respect they had upon him. He was
very strict and had helped sports activities of the College to be stepped up.

On Mr.C.Rajadurai’s taking up the post of the Chief Education Officer, Mr.P.Ahamparam
took over as the Principal. Mr.Ahamparam, a silent but strict disciplinarian, had been the
Prefect of Games for a long time while being a teacher and he had done his best to uphold the
high standard of the College. Mr.P.Ahamparam’s accepting an appointment in the Zambian
Government, Mr.W.N.S.Samuel, a renowned English Teacher assumed office as the Principal
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of Hartley. He followed the footsteps of Mr.Pooranampillai. It was very unfortunate that the
political situation in this part of the country plunged into a total confusion and turned to the
worse resulting the ‘Library’, the granary of the college, to getunder fire. This devastation had
caused Mr.Samuel to get disheartened and had all his hopes of the college shattered. Unable
to bear this great shock anymore, he had handed over the college to Mr.Balasingam and left
the country.

It was during the period of Mr.S.P.Balasingam, the college was compelled to shift the venue
of teaching activities to Puttalai M.M.V at a distance of about 3 Kms. We are very proud to
place in record the support and co-operation extended to us by the Principal of Puttalai M.M.V,
Mr.Tharmalingam during this period of tension and instability. The period of Mr.Balasingam
was undoubtedly an unusual and challenging one. In the absence of even the basic facilities and
with very highly limited space to accommodate the classrooms, he ventured hard to streamline
the available resources to make the maximum use and run the school to the best of his ability.
He was lucky enough to get the fullest support of the teachers and the students in this regard,
and make this task a great success. He made sure during this time of uncertainty, that none of
the students chose to leave the college. Mr.Balasingam had encountered enormous challenges,
but he overcame them with his masterly approach. He is on retirement and living in Canada
with sweet memories of Hartley.

Mr.K . Nadarajah succeeded Mr.Balasingam with an exception to all others that he was
not a past pupil of Hartley. He was an SLEAS officer and loved to teach mathematics. He was
soft spoken, gentle and a man of calibre. He was bold enough to face the situation prevailed
then with courage and straightforwardness. He was fearless and his effort to bring back the
teaching process to continue at its former place was exceptional. This had taken place when
the area surrounding the College premises was declared a High Security Zone.

It was during the period of Mr.Venugobalavanithasan, the 2nd stage of the construction
work of the Thurairajah Block was completed. He had passed through a period of uncertainty
prevailed in the peninsula then, but faced the challenges courageously. He went on a promotion
as the Zonal Director of Education after his short spell of time at Hartley.

Mr.Sripathy, who succeeded him as the principal, though faced many challenges of varying
nature, had done his best for the betterment of the college. A significant service he had done
with the future of the College in mind was the defining the boundary of the College compound.

Mr.V.Pathmanathan who took over from him as the Principal, was always positive in his
acts and deeds and the teachers and the students had a special liking towards him.

It was from Mr.V.Pathmanathan I took over on 05.12.2005. On my arrival at the College
premises, I was received by the Deputy Principal Mr.M.Rajaskanthan, the staff, the President
of the Past Pupils’ Association of Colombo branch Mr.S.Balachandran and by the Brigade
Commander and not by the students. On this day of arrival, there was going on a strike and
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picketing outside the Sentry Point for some other reasons. Then by the passage of time, [
followed the footsteps of my predecessors and began to carry on the development work. T have
been very fortunate to have a good team of staff, a Deputy Principal and the next in command
who were none other than Mr.M.Rajaskanthan and Mr.N.Sarvananda, a veteran teacher of
Mathematics, all of whom rendering their fullest support in my endeavour to execute the
development work smoothly. As years passed by, Mr.Rajaskanthan and Mr.Sarvananda left
the college on retirement. They were replaced by Mr.K. Arulanantham and Mr.T.Kalaichelvan
respectively, who were and are equally supportive in my all efforts. Our academic records
continued to be on the lead. An average of 14 students are sent to both Medical and Engineering
Faculties each year and 60% of the students, most of them doing Mathematics, enter the
University. Our students were ranked many a times at National Level.

As regards the sports activities, we have Cricket, Soccer and in recent years, Elle,
Gymnastics, Table Tennis, Badminton, Chess apart from Athletics. We are to begin with ‘Basket
Ball’soon. We were and are not second to any other school in achieving National Standards in
these sports. Our students have won National and Provincial Awards in some of these Sports
Activities. Performance records appear elsewhere in the issue. Every effort is being taken to
upgrade the sports in the College under a trying situation and we are very proud to place in
record the enormous assistance extended to us in this venture by the Past Pupils’ Associations.
We are also thankful to the individuals and interested parties who were and are contributing
lavishly for the development work.

As regards the HCPPA branches and the Global Trust; The Hartley College Past Pupils’
Association (HCPPA) branches constitute those of the Parent Body functioning in Point Pedro,
others functioning in Colombo, in U.K, in New South Wales and in Victoria in Australia,
in Canada & USA and recently in Vavuniya. In reality the HCPPA branches the world over
have been a strength to the college in supporting all its ventures. Their financial contributions
have no limits, but are abundant. Purchasing of lands for future expansion and other physical
resources for curricular and co-curricular activities constitute some of the methods by which
their contributions are made use of. Their participation in college’s development projects are
expected to continue in the future as well.

I shall be leaving a vacuum in this presentation of mine if I do not place in record the
confidence the Past Pupils’ Associations, the past pupils and the parents have upon me as
the Principal and their invaluable moral support for discharging my duties effectively and
expeditiously.

Mr.K.Mathivanan, a past pupil of the college, apart from his individual contributions for
various purposes, deserves special thanks for meeting the monthly cost of the News Papers
and Magazines purchased for the College Library.

In order to enhance the geometrical knowledge among the students of Grade9, 10and 11,
Mr.M.Thiruneelakandan has generously come forward to offer cash prizes to winners in the
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geometrical tests conducted for the students of these classes annually. This awarding of prize
has begun in 2008.

Special reference is made on the School Development Society (SDS) which has been
playing a very important role with the participation of the parents, in the development activities
of the College.

A distinguished old boy of the College from the South, Mr.K.B.Ratnayake, who excelled
in studies and sports in the nineteen forties upheld the College’s name and fame by becoming
the Honourable Speaker of the Parliament and as a Cabinet Minister. It is an honour to place
in record that his daughter Mrs. Wickramasinghe is still in touch with the college and also in
readiness to help us at times of need.

The formation of the Global Trust is a milestone in the history of the Hartley College Past
Pupils’ Associations (HCPPA) and it co-ordinates the financial contributions for the various
development activities of the College leaving out individual contributions by the past pupils.
The Global Trust plays a significant role in the financial management of the HCPPA branches.

L appreciate the former Chairman Shan. Shunmuganathan, Secretary Chella Pathmanathan
and the Present Chairman T.Ragunathan and Secretary Mr.M.Thiruneelakandan for their
devoted services.

The development work executed in the structural side appears elsewhere in this issue.
The hostel project sponsored at a cost of 48 million by Mr.Iyan.K.Karan, a distinguished old
boy of Hartley and presently a Senator of Hamburg City in Germany is something great and
the Hartley Community is ever thankful for his magnificent contribution which will certainly
enrich both the learning and sports activities, once it is completed.

The U.K Branch of the HCPPA had funded for the construction of the Canteen which
would certainly prove to be of enormous use to the college.

The Education Department has always been with us by extending its support and co-
operation whenever needed and helps the school to keep up its standard all the time.

Effective functioning of an institution fully depends upon the co-operation of'its staff and
I am very fortunate in that aspect that the teachers & non academic staff with me have been
always proving their calibre in making my task a success.

Itis my humble obligation to recall at this moment the explicit manner in which the former
Principals and the teachers ventured to mould us to live with respect.

We have successfully conducted the Centenary and the 150th Anniversary Celebrations
and now when we are celebrating the 175th Anniversary Celebration, I may quote that our
Learning Institution is a place of worship.

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Hartley College- Point Pedro
Historical Notes

1838  Hartley College was founded in 1838 by Rev.Dr.Peter Perceival a scholar cum
Educationist, who compiled the English/Tamil Dictionary and also translated the
Bible into Tamil, with its name as “WESLEYAN MISSION CENTRAL SCHOOL”

1848  The Central Schools Commission recommended grant to the school for its good
work.

1860  School remained closed for part of the year owing to some difficulties.

1861 Mr.D.P.Niles, B.A, re-started it and put it on a strong footing and became the
Principal.

1874  Mr.W.M.M.De Alwis, Sub-Inspector of schools reported that “Grade 4 to 6 were up
to the mark of the best English Schools in the Peninsula.”

1875  The school was shifted to the present site. In the old site a Girls’ Boarding School
was started by Rev.W.B.Winston, presently known as Methodist Girls” High School.

1878 Mr.J.C.T.Sherrad became the Head Master under Rev.Napp. Seventh grade was
the highest class and there were only a big hall and two classrooms. He became so
popular and the college became to be known as “Sherrad’s school”.

1896  The school was upgraded and allowed to prepare students for the Culcutta University
Entrance Examination through Jaffha (Methodist) Central College which was
afflicted to the Culcutta University.

1906  Mr.S.A Paulpillai, B.A, was appointed as the Principal, while Mr.Sherrad was Head
Master. Mr.Paulpillai passed away and Mr.Kanapathipillai became the Principal.

1912  Mr.E.S .Abraham, B.A became the Principal. The school was called “Christ Church
School”.

1915 Mr.Abraham went to Drieberg College at Chavakacheri closer to his home, and
Mr.C.P.Thamotharam succeeded as the Principal.

1916  Rev.Marshall Hartley Secretary of the Methodist Mission for the East visited the
school and laid the foundation for a Science Laboratory. The school was re-named
“Hartley College”.

1917  Chemistry Laboratory was completed and also six other class rooms were put up.

1919  Students appeared for the Cambridge Senior Examination.

1920 A Playground was provided and more class rooms were put up. Particularly good

results were obtained at the Cambridge Examination. Hartleyites won Science
Scholarships to the University College.
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1923  The Boys’ Scout Movement was started. Hartley became the Inter-school soccer
champions in the North.

1930  The Hostel building was put up. Cricket was introduced in the college.

1933  Hartley College Old Boys’ Association (O.B.A) inaugurated.

1936 Mr.C.J.Eliezer won the scholarship to the University College.

1938  The Colombo Branch of the Old Boys’ Association (O.B.A) was inaugurated.

1943  Mr.K.Pooranampillai, B.A, became the Principal.

1944  Students appeared for the H.S.C (Higher School Certificate) Examination. The
Prefect System was introduced.

1945  Co-operative Movement started.

1947  Historical Association was started.

1948 Dramatic Society started. English and Tamil plays were staged. Photographic and
Film Clubs began.

1950  S.Satkunaratnam, a student, won the Dr. Rajah Hewavitaran Memorial Prize for
emerging first in the S.S.C (Senior School Certificate) Examination held island
wide. Sinhalese began to be taught as a subject.

1952  A.Thurairajah, student, won the only Science Scholarship awarded by the University.

1953  Centenary celebration was held.

1957  Science Association began. Grade 11 and 12 Literary Association started. Year-end

dinner started.

1961/62G.Balasingam, a student, was adjudged as the best cricketer of the North. He won

the Ceylon Schools Best All-Rounder Prize and was made the Vice-Captain of the
Ceylon Schools Cricket Team which visited Australia.

2nd and 3rd XI Cricket Teams were started. Hindu Students Union was inaugurated.

A student K.Dayanithi scored the highest marks at the University Entrance
Examination.

Hartley was adjudged as the Best Cricket Team of the North.
M.Nadarajasundaram adjudged the best cricketer.

4 Hartleyites found place in the Jaffna Combined Cricket Team. Mr.K.Pooranampillai
left for St.John’s College and Mr.S.Ratnasabapathy succeeded him as the Principal.

21 students entered the Engineering Faculty of the University.
4 Hartleyites were selected for Jaffna Combined Cricket Team. 2 selected for the
2nd XI.

6 Hartleyites found their places in the Combined College Cricket 1st XI and the
Captain was a Hartleyite.
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1971  Mr.S.Ratnasabapathy retired and Mr.C.Rajathurai B.Sc succeeded him as the
Principal.

1972 M.Manoharadas played against the Australian Schools Team. He also was selected
for the All Ceylon Combined Schools Soccer Team.

M.Sritharan won the 1st class and 1st place and won scholarship at the Peradeniya
University in the Engineering Faculty.

1973  Mr.C.Rajadurai went as the Chief Education Officer and Mr.P.Ahamparam B.Sc
succeeded him as the Principal.

1975  Mr.W.N.S Samuel, B.A succeeded Mr.P.Ahamparam who went away on a Zambian
Government appointment.

1976  M.Vasanthanathan became the School Boy Cricketer of the North.

1978  M.Buvanendrakumar obtained 04 distinction passes at the G.C.E (A/L) Exam.

1979 4 Hartleyites won 04 Distinction passes at the G.C.E (A/L) Exam.

1980  Thamotharam Memorial Laboratory was completed and opened. A.Chandrakumar
got 4 Distinction passes at the A/L Exam. 14 students went to Engineering Faculty.

1981 K.Ramakrishnan tops at the G.C.E (A/L) Exam scoring 360 marks. 3 students got 4
Distinction passes. 14 students went to Engineering Faculty.

S.Kathirchelvan won three second places in High jump (5° 57), Long jump (19’ 5
1), Javelin (145°) in Public Schools Meet.

1982 3 got 4 Distinction passes, 2 being twins. Hartley being the only school in the whole
island to get these results. T.Kugarajah got the highest aggregate in the island.
V.Sivaraman won the Gold Medal at the Rockwood Gold Medal for Surgery — 1982
— University of Colombo.

S.Manoharan won the first place in shot-put (41’ 3”) in Departmental meet.

1983  Pooranampillai Block was opened. The Principal inaugurated a Branch of the Old
Boys’ Association in London.

1984  The College Library with 6690 books and a few class rooms were burnt.

1985  The School was shifted to a village 3 Km away (at Puttalai). Mr.W.N.S Samuel
retired and Mr.P.Balasingam, B.A became the Principal.

1986  Rathan Markandan Subramaniam got 3A B in G.C.E A/L and won scholarship to
Australia to do Medicine.

1987  Hartley was made a core-school under the cluster system embracing 14 schools and
Principal Mr.P.Balasingam was appointed as the Head of the Cluster.

The Hon. Minister of Education, Ranil Wickremasinghe visited the school on 31st
August.
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S.Sabesan got 3A B in G.C.E A/L and won scholarship to Australia to do Medicine.
B.Kannan got 4A s and won scholarship to Australia.

17 students went to Engineering Faculty.

1988 14 students obtained Distinctions in all 8 subjects and 13 obtained Distinctions in 7
subjects at the G.C.E (O/L) Examination.

N.Nithithiandan got 4A in the Commerce in G.C.E (A/L) and won scholarship to
Australia.

19 students went to Engineering Faculty.

1989  Buildings handed back by the Indian Peace Keeping Force (IPKF) to the Principal.
Issue of a stamp and a First Day cover to commemorate the 150th Anniversary of
the College took place.

29 students were selected for Engineering and 10 were selected for Medicine.

S.Poopalan got 3A B and won scholarship to Australia to do Medicine. P.Varakunan
got 4A and won scholarship to Australia to do Engineering.

1990  Entire school was shifted to the old site. K.Ananthakumar tops the G.C.E (A/L)
Exam (1989) securing 366 marks. G.C.E (O/L) and (A/L) Exams were not held.

1991  Special G.C.E (A/L) Exam was held in April. P.Anpalagan and B.Manivannan
obtained 4A and were felicitated by the Hon. President.

1992 25 Students went to Engineering Faculty.
T.Thayaparan got 4A and won scholarship to Australia to do Engineering.
1993  Mr.P.Balasingam retired and Mr.K.Nadarajah succeeded him.

J.Jegachelvan obtained 4A in the A/L and secured the 1st place in district and 6th in
the island in Commerce Stream.

1994  Interact Club was formed at the College. G.C.E (A/L) Union Social held after a
lapse of 12 years.

G.C.E (A/L) Commerce Union published the Magazine “Vanikaviyalalan”.
22 students went to Engineering Faculty.

R.Muhundan got 4A in G.C.E (A.L) and secured the 2nd in the National Level in
Mathematics and won scholarship to Australia to do Engineering.

1995  Thurairajah Block —Stage I was opened.
1997  Mr.P.Venugobalavanithasan became the Principal of the College.

1999  Mr.P.Venugobalavanithasan was promoted as the Zonal Director of Education and
Mr.N.Gunaseelan looked after the administration.

Four students S.Sivothaman, B.Piratheepan, P.Kantharvan and S.Ravishankar from
G.C.E A/L passed away during an educational excursion in Point Pedro Sea.
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2000 Mr.M.Sripathy became the Principal. Activity room was constructed. Boundary
line has been defined.

2001  Thurairajah Block- Stage II was completed and opened.

2002  Global Trust was inaugurated.

2003  Mr.M.Sripathy went as an Assistant Director of Education at the Zonal Education
Office, Vadamaradchy and Mr.V.Pathmanathan became the Principal.

A computer lab was constructed under the SEMP Project.

2005  Mr.V.Pathmanathan and Mr.N.Gunaseelan retired and Mr.M.Rajaskanthan, Senior
Sectional Head looked after the administration for a couple of months.
A computer lab was donated by NSW branch.
Library and G.C.E (O/L) Block were completed by the GIZ.

2006  Mr.N.Theivendrarajah, B.Sc took over as Principal of the College. A field study
centre was built by the Ministry of Education.

2007 Group Song in Tamil won the first place at the National Level Tamil Day
Competition.
Vimalanathan Rajeevan was placed third in the island in Mathematics Stream in
G.C.E (A/L) Exam.

L-block stage-II, New Principal’s Office Block, Staff Room were constructed by
SDC.
Geometry Competition was started among the students from Grade 10 and 11
students and is sponsored by Mr.M.Thiruneelakandan.

2008  Vadiveswaran Harikaran won the Colours Award (41.60m) at the National Level in
discus throw.

One of our art teachers Mr.T.Jeyatheeban won the first place at the National Level
Art Competition.

2009  A.C.John Niraj secured the second place in G.C.E (A/L) in Mathematics Field at
the National Level and felicitated by his Excellency the President. He participated
at the Asian Level Mathematics Olympiad Competition held in Taiwan.

14 students went to the Engineering Faculty and 4 students went to the Medical
Faculty.

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175 YEAR HISTORY OF HARTLEY THROUGH
THREE CENTURIES

This article looks at the growth of Hartley from three angles namely the evolution of the
society served by Hartley, the infrastructural development that is the foundation of Education
and the growth of Education taken in a broad perspective namely, Academic, Sports and other
Extra-curricular activities. To produce this article, materials were taken from writings of various
people like Mr. K. Pooranampillai, Mr. P. Balasingam, and from publications like the Centenary
publications, data collected from College records and the year books of Canada/ USA, New
South Wales and Colombo. In addition, my contact with the College as a student from grade
4 to H.S.C and later as teacher of Hartley for nearly 10 years as Science Education Officer
covering the whole of Norhern province for 5 years as Curriculum Developer and Regional
Education Officer covering Northern, North Central and Eastern province for another 10 years
and finally my active involvement with the Hartley college Past Pupils’ Association of Canada
/ USA, has enabled me to gather additional information to compile the articale.

EARLY HISTORY FROM 19™ CENTURY TO 20™ CENTURY

Hartley College that was started in 1838 by Rev. Peter Percival in the nineteenth century,
had gone through many changes in the 20th century and has entered the 2 1st century with a new
direction and vision. Inthe 19th century it started as ‘Wesleyan Mission Central School” at the
site now occupied by the Methodist Girls” High School and is main source of financial support
was the Missionary fund coming from London, UK. This was the time when the Jaffna society
was based on Caste System so much so that the upper caste children sat on benches and lower
caste sat on sand floor. This was also the time the Missionaries were pouring into Jaffna and
trying various methods such as conversion through preaching, conversion through education
and conversion through jobs. The result was, the schools had to go through a turbulent period
including shutdown, arson etc. There was no special attraction to this Wesleyan school as it
was one like many other vernacular schools dotted all over Jaffna. The pupils in primary grades
learnt the alphabets from ola leaf and basic arithmetic by writing on sand in the classrooms.

Atthe end of the 19th century the Wesleyan Mission Central School moved to the present
site due to the efforts of Mr. D. P. Niles, (Head Master 1861-1868) He was followed by Mr.
Samuel Hensman (1868 to 1875). The first great Head Master who laid the foundation of the
present Hartley College by building a hall and two classrooms was Mr. J.C. Sherrard (1875-
1906) it is during his time the school was upgraded as the “Point Pedro Methodist Central
School” and had classes up to Grade 8. Methodist Missionaries had a hierarchical system of
schools. The Jaffna Central College was at the top of this system preparing for the entrance to
the Calcutta University (at the turn of the Century Calcutta was the Imperial capital of South
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East Asia in the British Empire). The Missionary Institutions were sending students to First -
in - Arts Exainations to this university. Next in the tier of schools came the Central Schools in
Point Pedro (present Hartley) and Vannarponnai, teaching up to Grade 8. These schools were
Bilingual (Tamil and English) Schools. Pupils started re-learning some subjects in English.
Third in the tier were the Primary Tamil Schools of the Methodist Mission, teaching up to
grade 3 and the education was in Vernacular. These Schools were in the villages all over Jaffna
such as Karaveddy, Puloly, Kaddaiveli, Thunnalai in Vadamarachy and similar schools all over
Jaffna. This system was repeated in other parts of Ceylon (now Sri Lanka) as well.

The early 20th century saw the crack appearing in the well entrenched caste system in
Jaffna from Brahmins and Vellala at the top to Karaiyar, parayar, Dhobi, pallar etc. In the schools
it started with equal seating. The result was the Education System had to see Schools burnt
down, intimidation of lower caste by high caste etc. As far the dresses were concerned everyone
wore versty and shawl with closed neck thin shirts and there was no proper transport system.
pupils and even teachers had to walk to schools even from far away places like Valvettiturai,
Karaveddy and Thunnalai. A few rich came in “Bullock cart”. Teachers at that time were the
respected men in society and were distinguished by the closed neck coats they wore. There
were no wrist watches and the sun was the source of time keeping. some schools provided
mid day meal as an attraction. Slates and slate pencils were the main tools of writing. Exercise
books started to appear in Central Schools for the higher grades.

Towards the end of the 19th century Hindu and Buddhist institutions began to spring up
to combat the conversion by missionaries but they also established their schools in the three
tier style. Hartley had its fluctuating pupil population and its facilities were very meagre.
There was a succession of principals after Mr. J.C. Sherrard, Mr. S. A Paulpillai (1906 to 1907),
Mr. K. Kanapathipillai (1907to 1912) and Mr. A. Abraham (1912 to 1914). Though these
Principals except Mr. Sherrard served for short periods of time, their names left an imprint
in the four houses named after them (Sherrard, Paulpillai, Abraham and Kanapathipillai and
later Thamotharam house.)

THEDAWNOFMODERNHARTLEY UNDER PRINCIPALMR.C.P. THAMOTHARAM

After the pioneering work of Mr. Sherrard who served for nearly a perriod of 31 years,
the next great Principal who served for nearly thirty years was Mr. C.P. Thamotharam (1913-
1943). He can be called the Father of Modern Hartley. He named the Point Pedro Methodist
Central School as Hartley College, in memory of the missionary who was responsible for the
grant to enlarge the school. Due to Mr. Thamotharam’s efforts the Foreign Methodist Mission
in London, headed by Rev. F. Marshall Hartley, a grant was given to build about 12 class rooms
and build and equip a Chemistry Laboratory. This was given on the condition that the school
should not ask for any further grants. Mr. Thamotharam took the Challenge and his first step
was to make Hartley independent of Jaffna Central College and started preparing students for
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Cambridge Examinations the results started improving and the exodus of students to Jaffna
for secondary education got greatly reduced. The school population soared. Mr. Thamotharam
did not stop with the chemistry lab and 12 class rooms, but went on to build and equip the
Physics and Biology laboratories and started all three sciences up to High School Certificate
(the university entrance classes) in addition to Arts (History, Geography, Tamil etc.) subjects.
Another great achievement of his was the expansion of the classrooms, establishment of
library, the building of the Hostel and the purchase of a full size playground. all this he was
able to do because the name THAMOTHARAM became a household name in Vadamaradchy
and people supported his efforts. In fact one chronicle stated that among local population
the school was also called Thamotharam School. This brought in students From Batticaloa,
and students like former minister Ratnayake from Anuradhapura. Hartley, during his time,
produced great men like Mr. K. Alwapillai, (Permanent Secretary), Mr. S. Nadarajah (Math
Lecturer), Mr. C.J. Eliezer(Prof. of Mathematics), Mr. K. Kanapathipillai (prof. of Tamil) and
many more. The hostel that started with around 80 students, gradually grew to accommodate
nearly 150 students. He introduced Foot ball (soccer as it is called now), cricket, volley ball and
athletics. His enthusiasm for football was so great that it is said that he had been seen cheering
and even running alongside the ground to cheer up the players. My father who was a full back
in the college team during his time described to me Mr. Thamotharam’s enthusiasm for foot
ball. We owe to Mr. Thamotharm the name Hartley, and the infrastructure that we all enjoyed
during our time and also the inauguration of the Hartley College Past Pupils’ Association in
Point Pedro. Later he inaugurated the Past Pupil’s Association of Colombo. After 30 Years
of bringing Hartley from a school with few classrooms and teaching up to grade 8, to a great
institution with all basic facilities, he handed over the school to another great principal Mr. K.
Pooranampillai.

POORANAMPILLAI ERA.

Mr. K. Pooranampillai, an old boy, a former teacher of Hartley and the son of a former
Principal took charge of Hartley in 1944. This happened to be the year that I entered Hartley
after studying at Sithyvenayagar Tamil School. Itis a co-incidence thatnot only I joined Hartley
when pooranampillai took charge of Hartley but we both left Hartley in 1967.

Mr. Pooranampillai concentrated not on the infrastructure, but on making Hartley a model
secondary school for higher academic performers. Gradually Hartley began to dry up the 4
*and 5 * standards and took in students from grade 6 based on a selective examination. He
brought down the number of enrolment to around 600 to 700 and kept the class size around
35 but with the change in the medium of education and government took over of school, the
number enrolled started increasing. Mr. Pooranampillai and few other schools had their policy
ofteaching Sinhalese but with the upheaval that followed the enactment of the Sinhala Only act
and the attack on Tamil Parliamentarians, this vision could not be achieved as all the Sinhalese
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teaching teachers had to leave as a result of the reaction by the community to the events in
Colombo. A great many of the expatriates spread across the globe at present are the products
of his vision of Hartley catering for the high ability students. He not only conecentrated on
Education but gave the students a broader outlook by developing the cooperative system of
running a canteen and stationary shop, Prefect System for discipline, Dramatic Society with
regular dramas, Photography and biennial Science and arts exhibitions. He also gave equal
emphasis to sports and during his time, Hartley not only excelled in football but also competed
well with other schools in cricket and athletics. During his period Ceylon University branched
out into Peradeniya University and Hartley was among the top schools sending students to
both Universities not only in Math, but in Biology and Arts as well. In addition to his efforts
there were three great teachers who also contributed to the broader Educational achievement
of the Pooranampillai era. They were the Deputy Principal Mr. S.T. Samuel, who started
under Mr. Thamotharam and continued under Mr. Pooranampillai, till his untimely death.
Mr. Samuel was responsible for the high discipline maintained through a network of prefects
and class monitors. As a Prefect and later as Head Prefect I am aware of how meticulously he
monitored both discipline and attendance. The other person was the 2. Deputy Principal, Mr.
R. M. Gunaratnam who carried the burden of developing the Science Department, Biology
department which was neglected, was developed with my help and Biology results soared as
much as the Physical Science results in the University entrance examinations. The third was
the Prefect of Games, Mr. P. Ahamparam, another old boy of Hartly, who by his untiring efforts
was responsible for the success in sports. As regards the infrastructure, Pooranampillai added
what was then known as the Lower Hall, a better Staff room, a Gymnasium, a Canteen and
few more classrooms. After his retirement and while he was living in Colombo, he along with
the energetic secretary of the Colombo Past Pupils’ Branch, Mr. Chellapathmanathan, brought
Colombo branch to a position with increased membership.

SIGNIFICANT CHAGES IN THE STRUCTURE OF THE SOCIETY IN
POORAMAMPILLAI ERA

One advantage that Mr. Pooranampillai had was the rapid change in the society from the
caste oriented one to a an expanding middle class made up of white collar workers. In addition
caste continued to exist underneath the three main occupations of the time, namely White
Collar workers, Agricultural peasants and fishermen. This made the management of Education
easier. This was the period when motor vehicles began to replace bullock carts, pupils began to
wear shorts, wrist watches began to appear among the rich. The aspiration of every parent was
to see their siblings rise to the top level of the middle class by becoming doctors ,engineers,
civill servants or at leasta government employee. Teachers’ position was reduced to the second
place and schools had to get down indian teachers especially for science subjects. Associated
with this, Science and Technology was developing fast. If I take my transition as a student
from 1944 to 1951 as an example, one can understand how the technology shaped the society.
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I started going to school barefoot, no wrist watch, shorts and shirt, walking 4 times to school
about one mile each time as I walked home for lunch. later I began to wear slippers and by 1951
most of us wore long pants, shoes and some had bicycles. Motor vehicles became the mode
of transport, radios were common, slate and pencil started to disappear and communication
network was improving.

POST POORANAMPILLAI ERA

Mr. Pooranampillai was followed by three Principals (all past pupils) who ran the school
each for a short period of time. Mr. S. Ratnasbapathy (1967 to 1971) Mr. C. Rajadurai (1971
to 1973) and Mr. P. Ehamparam (1973 to 1975). No significant changes both in infrastructural
development, Education and extracuruicular activities were observed. Mr. Ratnasabapathy
concentrated on academic programs and as a Mathematician Mathematics results in Advance
Level reached a peak but Biology Department declined. He abolished girls coming into advance
level classes and increased the intake of students to Hartley. The other two principals also
did their best to maintain the educational level of Hartley. During Pooranampillai’s time no
teacher ran tuition classes and students going for tuition was rarely heard of. But from 1967
onwards large scale Tuition classes catering mainly for both Ordinary level and Advanced Level
examinations were booming and some of the teachers of Hartley made use of this lucrative
supplementary income. During this period from 1967 onwards I became Science Education
officer in charge of Northern Province and I kept close tab on my Alma - Mater. On one or two
occasions when there was no teacher that I could provide for Hartley I found time to chip in.

TURBULENT PERIOD UNDER W. N. S. SAMUELAND P. BALAASINGAM

Radical changes took place in the society with the emergence of independence struggle
of Tamils which was largely non-violent. Years of no progress led to Youth taking the struggle
on a violent path. This was the climate in which Mr. W.N.S. Samuel, a student, teacher, and
Deputy Principal took over as Principal from Mr. Ehamparam. Next to Mr. Thamotharam,
W.N.S. Samuel (1978-1985) will be remembered for putting up the two story Thamotharam
block in 1980 housing the 4 laboratories and another two story Pooranampillai block in 1983,
housing craftwork, Art, Physical Education and some class rooms. Commerce section of A/L
which is now becoming popular was introduced at his time and the present Hartley College Past
Pupils’ Association of Canada/ USA runs a scholarship for the best performer in Commerce
in his name. Academically the school continued to perform with excellence and the peak was
when in 1982 and 1983 Hartleyites topped in A/L results at the National level. In recognition of
this, the ministry of Education made Hartley a ""Model school” to be a fore runner for guiding
the other schools. Two other outstanding contributions to Hartley by W.N.S. as he is fondly
called was the compiling of College Song and the inauguration of the Past Pupils’ Association
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in UK while he was in UK. The Hartley Song was supposed to have been compiled by Rev.
W.D. Niles in English and translated into Tamil by Rev. M.A. Ratnarajah. Mr. W.N.S also
had the support of a more enlightened society around him and that of the three Past Pupils’
Associations (Point Pedro, Colombo and UK.) By this time the youth liberation movement
gained strength leading to two or three powerful armed struggle movements. These events had
a profound impact on the community homes and villages experienced dislocation and close
family setting was in flux, there was large scale migration of Tamils to UK, Canada, Australia,
France, Germany, Switzerland and India. This retarded WNS’ pace of achievements and his
enthusiasm was matted when Jaffna became the centre of conflict between the Government
forces and later Indian forces, and one single movement called the Liberation Tigers of Tamil
Elam. The College Library with a large collection of rare books, the gymnasium built by
mr. Pooranampillai and some class rooms were burnt down on 1st Sept 1984 and the army
occupied the Pooranampillai block and one section of the premises. School had to be shifted
to the outskirts of Point Pedro to Puttalai Maha Vidyalayam in 1985. It was a great gesture on
the part of Puttalai Maha Vidyalayam to accommodate grater part of Hartley. Unable to bear
this calamity WNS retired. The baton of principalship passed on to another old boy and teacher
of Hartley Mr. P. Balasingam.

Mr. P. Balasingam (1985-1993) unlike the other three great Principals, had a different role
to play. He could be considered as the **Saviour of Hartley” Not only the access to Hartley
College was after severe checking, militancy among the younger generation was running
high. On top of'it Hartley came under high security Zone and was asked to vacate the premises.
Mr. Balasingam ran the school from Puttalai M. V. and saw to it that the quality of Education
a characteristic of Hartley did not suffer adversely. In 1989 buildings were handed back/ and
Hartley celebrated 150" Annversary. In commemoration of this event/ Government of Sri Lanka
issued a first day cover and 75 cents stamp on the 5" of June 1989. It was during his period that
Past Pupils Associations of Canada/ USA was formed (1988) by enthusiastic Hartleyites and
the first president was Dr. T. Thiagendran. Similarly Hartleyite from Australia formed NSW
Branch in 1992 and Prof. C. J. Eliezer/ a distinguished Hartleyite formed the Victoria Branch.
Unlike Point Pedro, Colombo and UK Branches that were initiated by the Principals, these
Associations were formed by expatriate Hartleyite taking the initiative.

HARTLEY ENTERS THE 21ST CENTURY

After Mr. Balasingam there were a succession of Principals taking Hartley into the 21%
Centruy - Mr. K. Nadarajah, (1993-1997), Mr. P. Venugopal (1997- 1999), Mr. M. Sripathy
(2000-2002) and Mr. V. Pathmanathan (2003-2005). Unfortunately these Principals were unable
to do anything much either to uplift Education or improve the infrastructure as the college was
under high security Zone and part of the college was still in the hands of the Army. Twenty first
century dawned with a large expatriate population of Hartleyites, living in developed countries.
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They were not only prepared to help Hartley but they also changed the face of the Society that
was the backbone of Hartley. The end of the 20" century and the beginning of the 21* century
saw the emergence of a society that was moving away from the goverment jobs. Further there
was the flow of wealth from the kith and kin living abroad which for many became the only
subsistence. As a result at the early stages the college had to depend solely of the expatriates
for the rebuilding of the infrastructure.

REBUILDING OF HARTLEY AND THE ROLE PLAYED BY TRUST AND THE
PRINCIPAL THEIVENDRARAJAH

The major player in the development and re- building of Hartley from the shackles of the
turbulent period is the Hartley College Trust formed by all the Past Pupils’ Associations of
Hartley on the 28" of July 2002 wih the distinguished past pupil Mr. Shan Shanmuganathan
as chairman and Mr. Chella Pathmanathan another distinguished past pupil as Secretary
and Treasurer. They have not only co-ordinated the funds generously contributed by the
branches of Past Pupils’ Associations but also continuing to tap the resources of the NGOs
and the government to re-build and modernise Hartley. Then came Mr. N.Theivendrarajah in
2006, also past pupil of Hartley. He turned out to be a visionary like the great principals, Mr.
Thamotharam and Mr. Pooranampillai The coordinated effort by both the Hartley Trust and Mr.
N.Theivendrarajah saw a modern Hartley taking shape with new library, additional workshops,
additional classrooms, computer laboratory, a new auditorium and other infrastructrues.
Additional land was purchased for the expansion of the school. Education and sports facilities
improved. With all these modernisation the first building with bell Tower stands as a beacon
reminding of the origin of Hartley in the 19th century.

Thus, Hartley after 175 years is taking shape as a modern College with more facilities.
The Hartley of today owes its stature and greatness to the five distinguished stalwarts, Mr.
J.C. Sherrard, Mr. C.P. Thamotharam, Mr. K. Pooranampillai, Mr. W.N.S. Samuel, Mr. P.
Balasingam. The present Principal Mr. N.Theivendrarajah may soon join the other five. With
the hostilities now over, with an enlightened society supporting the school and a Global Trust
with the assistance of Past Pupils’ Associations, to co-ordinate and a visionary past pupil as
principal, I see a new Hartley with modern facilities and with new direction entering into the

21* century.

to its place of origin.

Hartley College’s pride in education is very well seen in their achieving 4th place island - wide
at the GCE (A/L) examination results in the year 2012.

As Governor, Northern Province, [ take pleasure in congratulating Hartley College for their
good performance.
